Crafted from tissues of varied textures and porosities, the clouds are anchored by bamlboo Altostratus (As)
poles at varying heights, evoking the polymorphic and ephemeral nature of real clouds.

Beneath, a uniform green ground cover acts like a boundless ocean, where spatial references \
are provided only by the clouds above. Two clouds descend to ground to form interactive |
rooms: one dllows visitors to move through songs that talk about clouds, and to contribute to @ — -5
shared playlist of sounds, crossing cultures and languages. In the other, visitors view and
engage with a collection of sky photos, adding their perspectives. en and the Stratus (St)
ever-changing sky.
